INFORMATION ABOUT SHELTER ANIMALS

most or all of its life. You need to have a securely fenced-in yard or understand the dog should be 
on a leash at all times when not in a confined area….until you have taken steps to thoroughly 
train the dog to come when called.

As the dog you are applying for is a “Shelter Animal”, we consider, in most cases, he/she is not 
housebroken and has not had obedience training.  It may take some time to house break the dog. 
If the dog exhibits inappropriate behavior, you may need to consult and/or hire a trainer at your 
expense. We recommend contacting a trainer immediately when the dog does show poor 
behavior so that if can be modified before it gets out of hand. The housebreaking and obedience 
training may take time and effort on your part.
